When an overdose occurs, the drug overwhelms the brain and disrupts the
body’s natural drive to breath. Getting medication to reverse the effects of
opioids as quickly as possible is vital for restoring airways and preserving
oxygen to the brain and other vital organs. Naloxone, a common antagonist,
works within minutes and temporarily stops the effects of overdose allowing
for the arrival of emergency care providers.
